NOTABLE PUBLIC PROJECTS 
AIR FORCE ACADEMY FIELD HOUSE ADDITION/REMODEL

Colorado Springs, Colorado
The United States Air Force Academy in Colorado Springs has taken occupancy of their new and recently remodeled field house which included 100,000 square feet of new building and over 34,500 square feet of remodel to the existing building. The new facility houses the new AFA weight training facility, sports medicine, an AFA museum, as well as locker facilities for the football program and the offices for the men’s varsity football coaching staff.  The remodel work updates all the existing 
locker facilities so as to provide for gender equality in all AFA sports programs. The project was designed under the criteria and supervision of The Corps of Engineers.
The project was completed in 2003.

LOUISVILLE POLICE FACILITY
Louisville, Colorado
The project consisted of the design for a 17,428 square foot public safety building with site lighting for the City of Louisville, CO. The project contained adult and juvenile holding cells, booking and processing, as well as the offices for the City of Louisville Police Department. The project contained the design of an emergency generator to meet life safety requirements. The project was completed in 2004.

GSA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION OFFICE BUILDING RELOCATION
Lakewood, Colorado
The project was designed to meet the design criteria of GSA and meet all the design parameters to allow for the building to achieve LEED certification. The building consisted of a 125,415 square foot four story office building for DOT as well as a 116,800 square foot, two story parking garage. The project incorporated state of the art indirect lighting and daylight controls along with motion sensors for tighter energy control in small offices, storage and maintenance spaces. The project was completed in 2004.
PUBLIC SAFETY BUILDING MOFFAT COUNTY 

Craig, Colorado
The project included a 53,000 square foot public safety building housing City Police, State Police and the County Sheriff’s office as well as a state of the art 29 cell maximum security jail facility, communications center and all necessary support areas.
